NOTES FOR RUN APRIL 17, 2014

Faces throughout the piece.  It was better this run…But don’t space out!!!

Blue Hawaii

· Zippers open – do not adjust if falls

· Opening crunch in on 3: Make sure you change your focus to your fists – not out to audience

· Clarisse – turn on 8 is weird, watch timing on “Mind Free”

· Much better transition to diagonal!

· On 7&8 – watch the arms, hit the diagonal/not parallel to ground (~45 secs)

· WALK WITH HEAD UP AND NO CRAZY ARMS!

· Crazy arms noticed: Steph, Clarisse, Erin

· Front Line – Really move up on that Everybody part

· EVERYONE hit those levels, especially higher higher

· Otherwise just looks like wide steps side to side

· Arms need to be cleaner on that 12&3 part before looking at zombies

· Dev…you know lol…

Palm Trees
· If your hoodie keeps falling, tighten it

· Remember the hood comes off right before your start choreo

· Be cleaner with those arms on Palm Trees…you’ll see in video

· More BUTT after back stabbin bitch – don’t give me a weak twerk just because there’s only 2

· Randolph – your arms go all the way down on Dabble or die tryin’…you have them still up?

· DAMN – needs to be bigger those who move 

· Rex – tinna turns around so you can too on that 

· Everyone else needs to be as still as a scared cat

· Vapors – it’s fast, so those who lean need to get to their lean faster

· Rex & Liz – make sure you really snap your head down before coming forward, but the fwd looks good!

· Randolph – arms on Screamin’ are going the wrong way

· Arthur – zombies in England arms need to be cleaner

Transition

· Jewel & Clarisse: Why are you holding hands?

· Back line: SPREAD OUT and go ALL THE WAY BACK

· Only Luisa was missing…shouldn’t be so cramped on stage right

· If you don’t go all the way back, Liz W will jump on you.

· Keep that transition busy till you drop on 1; I saw a lot of people just standing in his or her spot on 5678

· Kamila – remember to be center

Drake

· Rex & Julie: you’re dropping a the same time, but you’re coming up at different speeds

· Heads on the outside need to be sharper

· Inner 7 circle: you always set up stage right heavy!

· Be center

· Erin: you aren’t far from the circle, so instead of taking many little steps – take 1 or 2 good steps to the circle.  You are center so you need to set it up for everyone.

· N’s Creepin’: Outter circle needs to be bigger & scarier on that

· Scare the center circle to really get closer

· FEEL IT: inner circle needs to use this to recenter and get closer!

· ENDING

· Y’all are still bum rushing that exit – YOU HAVE TIME

· Remaining 5, you all can dodge the bullet on 6 a little longer

BOW

· Despite what you may think, the bow is the most important part of your performance

· Why?

· THANK YOU to the audience for watching

· Have you ever watched a piece and said “That was a waste of my 5 minutes.” Or “That’s 5 minutes I’ll never get back.”? A good bow will save that.

· Shitty bow and Frowning = big middle finger to the audience
· If you do a CLEAN BOW & SMILE after no matter what happened on stage, the AUDIENCE WILL REMEMBER THAT!

· If you mess up on stage (but DON’T), but give a great bow – the AUDIENCE WILL REMEMBER THAT! Not your mess up.

· Shitty Bow = Shitty piece = No respect 

· If you give a shitty bow, I will disown you as a Burkenator. Real Talk.

· I will be in the audience. So don’t give me a reason to give you a middle finger back.
